PSTs 1		: For online class, it's a bit difficult because at that time I only relying on YouTube to provide material. But when I saw the number of views on YouTube, only a few students watched the video and not many of them did the tasks I gave. Out of 25 or 30 students, only a handful who did it. In addition, at the first meeting I used Google Meet but it didn't run smoothly because only a few students joined. Then I had to make another video to explain the material to students who didn't join Google Meet.
PSTs 1 	: Meanwhile offline classes, to be honest, sometimes there are days when they are active and they are not. Maybe it's because their school is MTs, the activities are packed, I understand it. Sometimes they look lethargic, so the difficulty is how do I fulfill their enthusiasm.
PSTs 1		: I mostly use the teacher-centered approach because I feel that I have to really understand the material and convey the material as deeply as possible to the students. That's why I lacked to invite students to be active because it's always me who feeds the material to them, we rarely do group assignments but do more individual assignments.

The first time I used Google Meet, not many students joined and answered some of the questions I asked.

PSTs 2		: I teach online classes relying on three applications, namely 1) YouTube to deliver material, 2) Google Form to give practice questions to students, and 3) Google Classroom to provide summaries, share YouTube links or Google Form links and to remind students. Even though I did my best to make videos explaining the material, only a few students watched, did the practice questions and collected the assignments that I had given. Some students also don't read the instructions for doing their assignments correctly. They only work on it as long as the assignment are finished. In addition, there are some students in the offline class who sleep in the classroom, some of them are not interested in participating in learning activities. I once asked one of the students about their activities after class and it turned out that their activities were very busy because their school is an Islamic boarding school (pesantren). So I quite understand, especially since I taught their class in the last lesson hour.

So they do not miss any. if you give assignments online, there are some children who don't submit their assignments, not all of them do. So I have to tell them again. Alhamdulillah, there's no disobedient students. It's just that when in offline class, there’s a student sleeps either because he's tired or something, he sleeps instead of paying attention

PSTs 4		: I was teaching at SMP, the reason I chose that school was because it was the closest one and also respond to my request, allow me to teach there. Personally, I tried to experiment with Google Meet and apparently not all students can join. This means that is still lacking in participation. Second, the problem related to time and class management. I teach, because I can't use Google Meet, students seem to disagree and can't follow because of resource problems such as unsupported devices, internet quota and signal. That's why I only provide input, like direct learning, which is more about providing information without any input or students showing that the input given has really absorbed. Besides, I teach three classes (A, B, C) simultaneously in one WhatsApp group. Even though it can be considered crowded, the participation is still lacking.
